THE BREEZY ELKS WAGON MASTERS REPORT -@

Breezy Chama Rally ONTARIO, CALIFORNIA

The Breezy destination for July 2017 was Chama, New Mexico, to experience the Cumbres and Toltec Scenic Railroad Sunset Dinner
Train. A total of 19 Breezy members (10 rigs) and 2 guests, headed out on this rally. One of our group experienced problems with his
rig about half way to our destination and decided to return home. He was greatly missed.

Seven rigs caravanned the 912 miles to Chama, the two other RV’s chose to set their own
path. The caravan left on Saturday the 15t™, and followed the Elks 2-2-2 rule as closely as
we could — drive 200 miles, stop by 2 o’clock, and have 2 cocktails upon arrival.

Our original Wagon Masters were Jay and Yolanda Swonger, however, after doing much
of the preliminary planning, Jay became ill and they were not able to attend. Before we
left, Jan and Bob Stearns stepped into the Wagon Master spot with help from Kathy and
Dave Olson.

Saturday night the caravan arrived in Kingman, AZ, and boy, it was very hot! Sunday night in Holbrook, AZ, we had a wind, dust, rain
and hail storm shortly after we arrived. But that didn’t deter us — we were on a mission! We spent Monday and Tuesday nights in
Albuguerque - sightseeing, shopping and watching late night lightning storms.

We arrived at the Cumbres Summit Depot at around 6:30 pm for dinner in a large pavilion built by the railroad. The selections were a
prime rib, roasted chicken or fish dinner with all of the trimmings. We were entertained by Woodstock on the Train with Chris Collins,
John Denver Tribute. After dinner, we strolled around the pavilion admiring the scenery before boarding the train for the trip back to
Chama. As the train descended through the trees, we watched for any wildlife that would come out as the evening turned to
darkness. We arrived back at the Chama Station a little after 9pm and headed back to the Sky Mountain RV Park to sit and share our
thoughts about our evening adventure before retiring for the night.

Most of our group left for home on Sunday July 23 with the remaining heading off to other adventures on their way home.

A little railroad history. The track that is now the 64-mile-long Cumbres and Toltec line
between Antonito, CO and Chama, NM was originally part of the San Juan Extension of the
Denver & Rio Grande Western Railroad built in the 1880’s, with tracks that ran from Denver
through the ore-rich Rocky Mountains into Silverton, Colorado. Its path through steep passes
and deep gorges is the stuff of adventure novels and was an engineering feat for the time.
The decline of silver mining in the 1890s ended the railroad’s vital role. However, portions
of the line were used to haul freight and oil up until the early 1960s between Chama and

a refinery in Alamosa, Colorado.
