The Washington Elks Therapy Program, established in 1954, provides essential home-basad therapy for children with
developmental or physiczl diszbilities.

Blast from the Past

You remember the DeLorean don’t you? Of course if you saw the Back to the
Future movies you certainly do!

The DeLorean was built by the DMC (DeLorean Motor Company) from 1981 until
December 1982 with some 1983 models coming out to market. Actually the
company was formed by John DeLorean back in 1975, but the car took a long time
coming to the American market due to numerous changes. The type of engine
being a major change several times, from a Wankel rotary engine to a Ford V6 to a
Citroen CX 2000 and then to a fuel-injected V6 Peugeot-Renault-Volvo rear
engine. Originally planned price was $12,000 but ended up closer to $25,000.

The car is known for its gull-wing doors and brushed stainless-steel outer body
panels. The stain-less steel panels are attached to a fiberglass underbody, which in
turn 1s attached to a steel double-Y frame chassis. The chassis was coated with
epoxy to prevent corrosion of the steel. With the exception of three cars plated in
24-karat gold, all DeLoreans left the factory with no paint or clearcoat. Any
DeLoreans seen with paint were painted after they left the factory.

The car was assembled in Northern Ireland as a two-door coupe with doors that
have red and amber lights and small windows, as full size windows would not
fully retract due to short door panels. Even before the car hit the market, there was
a waiting list of buyers eager to pay over MSRP. But the excitement did not last,
production was high, but sales low. The numbers are estimated, but there were
6,700 cars produced for 1981, for 1982 there were 1,999. For the 1983 model year
only 276 cars were sent to market.

The DeLorean Motor Company was placed into receivership in February 1982 and
filed bankruptcy in October. Days later John DeLorean was charged with cocaine
trafficking. (His trial ended with a not guilty verdict under a procedural defense of
police entrapment.) Consolidated International purchased the unsold DeLoreans
and completed ones on the assembly line.

Despite the DeLorean having a reputation for poor quality and an unsatisfactory
driving experience, they continue to be popular partially due to the Back to the
Future movies. If you are interested in buying one, many are listed on the Internet
with prices under $100,000. If you would like to just see one in person, check it
out at the LeMay Family Collection at Marymount.
