2)  What habits have you determined to be imperative to successful completion of your 

college career and how will these habits guide you following graduation? 

 
Component IV: Applicant must provide a  college transcript showing completion of 28+ 

credit hours. An unofficial transcript, such as a printed copy, is sufficient. If you have 

attended more than one college, please provide a copy of each transcript. 

 
**This scholarship is not renewable, however a recipient may apply each year of their college career. 

**For payment of the scholarship, the recipient will need to provide a copy of the tuition bill for the 

upcoming semester. The check will be written to the institution of higher learning and the recipient.
