To help keep up with demand and assist the next generation of professionals, the Westbrook
Elks Lodge PER Association will award a $1,500 scholarship to eligible students for
vocational training. The scholarship award is open to any citizen of the United States, who is
a legal resident of the State of Connecticut and, who is a graduating high school senior.
Preference will be given to children and grandchildren of BPOE members in good standing.

This vocational scholarship is available to students pursuing an associate degree, credit-
bearing certificate or an industry-recognized credential at a vocational-technical school,
trade school, two-year community college, or state college. It is intended to help students
interested in programs of study leading to trade, technical, industrial or vocational
occupations that can include, for example (but not limited to): Culinary, Medical or Dental
Assistant, Electrician, Plumber, Construction, Welding, Real Estate, Auto Mechanic, Auto
Body Technician, I/T or Computer Technician, Field Service Technician, Massage Therapist,
Barber, Florist or Cosmetologist.

Participants must meet the following requirements:

e Ahigh school senior or a high school graduate (or GED equivalent) with a cumulative
GPA of 3.4 or greater.

e Be currently enrolled or planning to enroll in a technical college, or vocational
program.

e Provide the completed application form along with three letters of recommendation.
At least one letter of recommendation must be from a school official.

e Provide a short essay expressing the value of the award in the pursuit of a vocational
career, and why the applicant chose to move in that direction.

The PER Scholarship program requires that the funds be used for tuition and fees only and
will pay the financial assistance award directly to the winner’s accredited trade school or
college/university.

The scholarship is named in honor of Don Harger, Jr., who was in the elevator trade, where
he spent his career in construction, service, repair, and management. After his retirement,
he used his vocational skills as a resolute Trustee of Westbrook Lodge. He took extraordinary
pride in ensuring that the Lodge facilities were in good repair and safe for members and their
guests. Don Harger Jr. truly earned and deserved the honor of having his name on this
scholarship.
