  From the Desk of the Chaplain and Editor  

   Hello my fellow members. I apologize for this being late this 

month. Iôve had one very busy month. As Iôm writing this I         

remembered that this day is Thankful Tuesday. On a personal note, 

there are some special people that I want to take a moment to 

thank. I donôt know what I would do without my Elks family. My 

Mom and Dad bought me a new car port, since I had to buy a new truck after I had 

my wreck last April. Since I live on a hill, I had to have some help to level the spot 

where I had it and to get the new one up. So, I would like to thank Rodger Decker 

for leveling my land and Jim Masters and his helpers for putting up my carport. A 

special thank you to the most wonderful parents a guy could ask for. 

  Since this month we have the Wreaths Across America, I thought I would talk a 

little bit about the Christmas Wreath. The word ñwreathò comes from the English 

word ñwrithenò which means to writhe or twist. The Romans and the Greeks started 

hand crafting ring-shaped wreaths and hung them on their doors to symbolize     

victory. They used twigs, branches, leaves, fruits and flowers to decorate their 

wreaths.  Back in the sixteenth century, folks in Northern and Eastern Europe   

started cutting fresh evergreen trees and brought them into their homes to         

celebrate Christmas. Usually the trees were not a perfect size or shape and they 

would trim the trees to make them look the way they wanted. Since nothing was 

ever to go to waste, the Christmas Wreath was born. They started twisting them 

and adding pinecones and berries to decorate them. It quickly became a new      

tradition each year. Folks admired evergreens because they could withstand their 

harsh winters. Many European Christians believed that the evergreen wreath     

symbolized eternal life. The Lutheran Church took it a step further and they started 

using wreaths on tabletops. The Advent wreath was born. Advent is a four-week 

time period before Christmas was set by many Christian denominations. The Advent 

Wreath is placed on a table and decorated with lit candles that represent the light of 

Jesus who was brought into the world on Christmas Day. Usually, there are five  

candles on the wreath. Three are purple to represent hope, love, and peace. A red 

candle to represent the blood of Christ and in the middle a white candle to        

represent purity and the virgin birth. 

  Remember Wreaths Across America is December 18, this is a nonprofit            

organization that lays wreaths at graves of fallen service members at national   

cemeteries. When Morrill Worcester the owner of Worcester Wreath Company of 

Harrington Maine, won a trip to Washington D. C. when he was 12 years old, he  

visited the Arlington National Cemetery. It made a real impact on him. In 1992, 

Worcesterôs company had an excess of wreaths, and remembering his trip to D.C  

he arranged to have the wreaths laid at the tombstones in the older part of      

Alington. Each year it has grown and has lead to the tradition we have today. Our 

lodge donated this year to the Wreaths Across America.
