Greetings from the Leading Knight

This month we are sharing House Rules # 6-10.
These rules are pretty self-explanatory but don't
hesitate to ask questions if you need clarification
on any of them. Remember, we, the Board of
Directors, feel it's important that all Elk Members
be an integral part of making our 4771 Lodge a
welcoming and comfortable place for everyone.

6. The use of the Home or Club facilities shall
be limited to Members in good standing in the
Order, their spouses and guests of Members, and
those receiving Identification Cards under section
14.140, so as to preserve the privacy of the use
of such facilities to the Members of the Order.
No non-member unescorted male or female will be
allowed in the Club without an Identification Card,
except employees: and they are not allowed to
bring a guest. Male or female friends of single
Members must be accompanied by the paid-up
Member and must have attained 4261 the age of
twenty-one (21) years. Identification Cards are
not to be given or loaned to anyone. An Elk widow
or widower who has remarried a non-Elk loses her
or his status as an Elk widow or widower. All paid
up Members will be allowed to bring spouses to all
functions of the Lodge, except regular or special
meetings.

7. R.V. vehicle hook-ups, using Lodge facilities
(electricity, etc.), will be provided in the first
night on a voluntary donation basis. A charge of
twenty dollars ($20.00) per night thereafter will
be charged with a maximum of seven (7) nights.



8. House facilities will be closed to non-
members on meeting nights after 6:45 pm and will
remain closed until the Lodge meeting is over.

All Elk members are welcome to attend regular
Lodge meetings held on the second and fourth
Tuesdays of the month. Alcohol is not available
for purchase 4027 during meetings.

9. The over service or consumption of alcohol as
defined by local law or ordinance is strictly
prohibited: this rule shall be applicable to all
Members, Officers, and employees of the Lodge
pursuant to 6rand Lodge Statute 17.052. Under
no circumstances will intoxicating or alcoholic
beverages be served to or purchased for obviously
intoxicated persons who have been cut-off by the
Bartender, on duty, or who have not attained the
age of twenty-one (21) years. Bartenders will be
held responsible. The bar area of the Club Room is
off-limits and closed to persons under 5367 the
age of twenty-one (21) years.

No one under the age of 21 is allowed to sit at
the bar.

10. Merchandise purchased at the bar will be at
full retail price, excluding happy hour. All other
reductions in price must be voted on by the Lodge.
