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0 Diabetes mellitus, commonlv called 
d iabetes, is one of the most p·revalent 
chronic afflictions of mankind, and the 
numbers of those afflicted w ith it are 
increasing every year. There are several 
reasons more people have diabe tes now 
th an forty or even twenty years ago. 
Diabe tes is primarily a disease of later 
life, and more e lderly p eople are a live 
today than a few decades ago. Scien­
tific discoveries have enabled doctors to 
c)iagnos~ the disease and keep their pa­
tients alive. :\1oreover, our habits have 
changed. More of us are city dwelle rs­
we have a_ higher standard of living, 
cat more nch food, and get less exer­
cise. All these factors contribute to the 
startling increase of diabetes in this 
country. The number of diahetics in the 
United States has hurgconed from 1.2 
million in 1950 to an estimated .'5 mil­
lion now, an increase of more than 300 
percent while the population has grown 
only ahout 50 percent. In addition, it 
is estimated th is same malad y is lurking 
in a mild but potentia llv dangerous 
form in another 5 million Americans 
w l10 don't know they've got it. 

Dr. Bertrand E . Lowenstein , a dia­
betes researcher, points 011t th at dia­
hct·es "remains today one of medicine's 
most baffling riddles. ~o one knows

w hat really causes it, how lo prevent it, 
whether it is one disease or two or 
three, or how to prevent the far-reach­
ing and devastating effects it has on 
the human hodv." 

Recent f ind in"gs of the National Com­
mission on Diabe tes show that last year 
,38,000 persons died directl y from dia­
betes, and there is strong evidence that 
perhaps as many as 300,000 deaths 
cou ld be attributed to diabe tes and its 
complications. This would make dia­
betes the third-ranking cause of dea th, 
af ter heart d isease and cancer. 

Additional statistics on diabe tes are 
not reassuring . According to the U.S. 
Public H ealth Service, the disease is 
currently a leading cause of blindness, 
kiclnev fa ilure, disorders of the nerves 
and t in v blood vesse ls, gangrene of 
the liml;s and various sexual malfunc­
tions. D iabetes has also b een associa ted 
with heart attack, stroke and other car­
diovascular diseases. The upshot is that 
more than 50 vears after the discovery 
of insulin treatment the mean li fe ex­
pectancy of the diabe tic is still 25 
percen t shorter than that of the non­
diabetic. 

Each vear the nation's econom v sus­
tains at ieast a 5 billion dollar l:O~t that 
is attributable. both directly and in-
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directly, to the effects of diabetes. Di­
rect costs include visits to the doetor, 
fees for blood-sugar tests, costs of drugs, 
equipment, hospita l and nursing home 
care. Indirect costs include those eon­
n ectcd with the 11,000 productive man­
years lost annually b ecause of sickness 
absen teeism among currently employed 
diabetics and the 500,000 lifetime man­
vears of production los t because of pre­
;nature death from diabe te~.

Diabe tes is a disease m w IC t le 
hodv is unable to use or store the sugar 
it needs. In the normal human mech­
anism, sugar either is burnecl to make 
energy or heat or is stored in the li,·er. 
the muscles, and the skin. In the case of 
a diabe tic, most of the sugar goes cli­
rectly into the blood. and some of it 
goes into the kidneys and is passed off. 
Everyone has some sugar in the ir blood 
and in t·heir urine, hut diabe tics have 
far too much. 

T he exeess sugar in the blood and 
urine of the clia he tic is caused hY a 



disturbance of the delicate balance 
among the liver, the pituitary gland. the 
adrenal gland, and the pancreas, the 
gland located just below the stomach 
and near the liver. The pancreas manu­
factures natural insulin, the substance 
needed to break clown the sugar in the 
body. In a diabetic, there is an im­
pairment of insulin activity. Either the 
body does not produce enough insulin, 
or the action of available insulin is 
somehow "blocked" from performing 
its primary task of facilitating the entry 
of glucose (blood sugar ) in to the cells 
of the body. 

Insulin seems to affect the metabo­
lism of fats and proteins as well as 
sugar, for, as diabetes progresses, ab­
normal carbohydrate metabolism b e­
comes associated with derangement of 
the metabolism of fats and proteins. 

In its severe form, diabetes develops 
rapidly to a state of grave me tabolic 
derangement called keto-acidosis, which 
may result in coma and death unless 
controlled by insulin injections. In its 
less severe form, the disease results in 
accelerated degeneration of the ar­
teries. Insulin can stop the symptoms of 
diabetes but not the complications. Al­
though the abnormal glucose level can 
he held in check, the long-term compli-

cations of dia betes-primarily those af­
fecting the blood vessels, kidneys, per­
ipheral nerves, and the eyes- cannot 
be prevented or adequately treated. 

Diabetes strikes in two forms, both 
of which, say doctors, can be con trolled. 
The symptoms- sudden weigh t loss, 
cons tant thirst, frequent urination, ex­
treme hunger, general weakness, drow­
siness and fatigue, itching of the skin 
(especially in the area of the genitals ) , 
visual disturbances-such as blurring, 
and unusual skin disorders ( boils, car­
buncles, or infections ) - are the same 
for both forms. 

In juvenile-onset diabetes, the more 
serious of the two types, the disease 
occurs most frequently in childhood and 
adolescence. Of the estimated 5 mill ion 
known diabetes cases in this country, 
probably only half a million are ju­
venile-onset-type cases. The average age 
for juvenile-type diabetes to strike is 
about 12. The patient's ability to manu­
facture insulin to handle his blood .~ugar 
tends to deteriorate rapidly. The disease 
progresses swiftly with hardening of 
the ar teries in many parts of the body. 
Damage to blood vessels can cause 
blindness, gangrene in limbs necessitat­
ing amputation, heart attacks, kidney 
failure, and other serious conditions. 
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Although the majority of such p a tients 
can be maintained with regular insulin 
injections (some have been kep t alive 
and well with insulin for periods of 
20, 30, 40 years), th eir life spans tend 
to run about 30 p ercent shorter than 
that of the average p erson. 

Maturity-onset diabetes, which ac­
counts for at least 85 percent of all 
cases, usually h as its clinical start be­
tween the ages of 35 and 60 and mainly 
in p eople who are overweight. The fac­
tor most strongly and consistently asso­
ciated with the prevalence of maturity­
onset diabetes is the degree and dura­
tion of obesity. The chance of being 
diabetic more than doubles for every 
20 p ercent of excess body weight. Also 
the risk of contracting the disease dou­
bles for every decade of life. 

!\'faturitv-onset diabetes is generally 
less sever~ than tha t seen in young pa­
tients-not progressing: so rapidly or so 
often to serious complications. Most pa­
tients do not require imulin in_iections 
and can maintain their blood sugar at 
relath·cly normal levels by controlling 
their weight. adhering strictly to a low­
carbohydrate diet, and by the us<' of 
oral anticliabetic drugs. 

Of diabetics not rccp1iring: insulin­
principally those with the maturity-on-
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set form of the disease 
-about 1.5 million are 
currently taking oral 

h y pog l ycemi c agents. 
These are drugs, g iven by 

mouth, tliat enhance insulin re lease 
or action in persons w ith som e insulin 
produc tion of their own. Oral hypo­
glycemic drugs have been widely used 
in the treatment of maturity -onset dia­
betes since they were introduced some 
20 years ago. In 1970, after publication 
of the findings of a diabetes research 
group, controversy arose over the drugs, 
and use of these agents temporarilv 
declined but quickly resumed their 
stead y expansion. The controversy re­
volves around inte rpretation of the 
resul ts of a nine-year study of 1,027 pa­
tients conducte d by 12 universities co­
op erating as the Univers ity Group Dia­
be tes Program ( UGDP). The UGDP 
found that more diabetic patients taking 
the oral aO'ents died from fatal heart 
attacks tha~ those taking either insulin 
or placebos. O ther scientists have chal­
lenged these findings, asserting th at 
som e of the patients had cardiovascular 
disease to begin with and that others 
had diabetes in such mild form that 
thev should not have received an y drug 
- they feel the drugs a re safe. 

After reviewing the da ta contained in 
the UGDP report the American Medical 

Association and the American Diabetes 
Association both supported the find­
ings and issued warning statements for 
the use of the drugs. In 1972, the Food 
and Drug Administration decreed that 
the drugs be specially labeled. The new 
labels stipulate that doctors first rec­
ommend die t for the control of matur­
itv-onset diabetes and that when this is 
i~possible or is ineffective, insulin is to 
be preferred over the oral drugs. 

According to Dr. Sigrid A. Hagg of 
the Thorndike Memorial Laboratory in 
Boston, "\Vhen die t and weight reduc­
tion are ineffective or not feasible, 
clinicians must choose between insulin 
and oral agents. The UGDP study dem­
onstrated that insulin is the safer and 
more effective approach to control of 
blood glucose. :\lfost authorities would 
withhold full approval of the oral 
agents; the decision to use them still 
rests with the individual patient and 
physic ian. Patients should be informed 
of the potential risks and should par­
ticipate in the decision . .. " 

At present, the experts generally do 
agree that any decision about which 
mode of therapy is bes t should he an 
individual matte r between each patient 
and his or her physician. 

Contrarv to the bel ief of many, dia­
be tes is n~t a disease of recent origin. 
An Egyptian papyrus, dating back to-

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warc.l 1500 B. C., describes ·in precise 
detail an ailment with all the earmarks 
of d iabetes. Even the words, diabetes 
m ellitus, come from antiquity_ the dis­
ease having been named by Aretaeus, a 
student of Hippocrates. In the lan"ua"e 
of Homer, diabetes means "to"' pa:s 
through" and mellitus is the e<Juivalent 
of "sugar." Not only did the Greeks 
have the words for it, but the words 
were excellent ones since one of the 
primary symptoms of diabetes i~ sugar 
in appreciable amounts passing throu"h 
the blood stream and out of the bodv 
in the urine. · 

Certain interpreters, going back to 
Biblical times, wondered whether Job, 
with his boils and other afflictions, was 
not really a victim of diabetes. 

Between the 6th and 17th centmies, 
there was a lmost no progress in the 
study of this scourge. A few physicians 
in India and China observed a disorder 
which they called "honey urine" b e­
cause ants flocked around urine of pa­
tients so affl icted. During the 17th cen­
tury Thomas Willis, physic ian to 
Charles II, had the wisdom to taste the 
urine of the diabe tic. His description 
of this historic event ushered in the 
modern era of the study of cliahe tes 
The urine, \>\1illis states, " is wonderfuli' ; 
sweet as if it were imbued with h on ~ ,, B . , ev 
or sugar. ut It wasn t until 184(} 
and the beginnings of scientific anin, j 
experimentation in France, that ne~, 
avenues were opened to the control a l 
analysis of the disease. nc

a high percentage of sugar. As ~'iin­
kowski stated later in a paper describing 
his experiment, by removing the pan­
creas, he created a condition in the clog 
that was "similar to the grave form of 
the cliscase [diabetes] in man, and 
[ which persisted] without interruption 
until the death of the animal." Subse­
quent in vestigation by other scientists 
linked the disease to the specific areas 
of the pancreas, the islets of Langer­
hans, from which body insulin is de­
rived. 

In the pancreas of normal individuals 
the islets of Langerhans, more than a 
million pin-sized clusters of cells, arc 
scattered throughout the organ and 
mete out exact doses of insulin in re­
sponse to the slightest sugar rise. F irst 
described in 1869 b y Dr. Paul Langer­
hans, a German physician, the isle ts 
comprise less than two percent of the 
six-inch-long pancreas, but produce all 
the insulin. 

The pancreas itself is a large gland, 
averaging abou t 70 grams in humans, 
and is attached to the duodenum, a 
portion of the small intestine connected 
to the stomach . The pancreas is• com­
posed of two main elements-exocrine 
tissue and endocrine tissue. 

Exocrine tissue makes up the bulk of 
the pancreas. It is organized into a large 
number of sac-like structures whose in­
teriors are lined with cells that secrete 
various enzymes important to the di­
gestive process. These enzymes flow 
through passageways in the pancreas 
into a large duct through which they 
are released into the duodenum. 

Scattered throughout the exocrine tis­
sue are small , isolated pockets of endo­
crine tissue-these are the islets of 
Langerhans. The islets may be com­
posed of several different types of ce11s, 
but the predominant constituents are 
the alpha and beta ce11s, which gen­
era1ly occur in the ratio of four beta 
cells to each alpha cell. Both types of 
cells con tain small organelles, known 
as granules, that have been identified 
as the source of the hormones produced 
by the pancreas. Granules in the beta 
cells produce insulin, while those in 
the alpha cells produces glucagon. Both 
hormones are secreted directly into the 
hlooclstream. 

It is this insulin which the body of 
th e diabetic either is unable to produce 
or incapable of utilizing fu1ly. The clia­
b etic lacks the means for normal utiliza­
tion of certain ingested foods, chiefl y 
carbohydrates. ,i\There the disease is 
mild, often in those instances where its 
presence h as been detected early, con­
trol of the ailment may require only 
that the amount of sweets and starches 
eaten by the diabetic be reduced. In 
other words, the carboh ydrate intake is 
regulated so that available body insulin 
will be sufficient for proper utilization.

The idea of using · an im al insulin w as 
first hinted a t by \linkow ski and Joseph 
Yon \ le ring in 1890 in a· p aper describ­
ing furth er experimen ts w ith d ogs. Af­
ter th e pancreas w as removed from a 
dog, the animal was feel ground, raw 
p ancreas from a fresh ly killed sheep. 
The dog was immedia telv resuscita ted 
a fter h is m eal. T he app; ren t recornry 
was sh ort-lived. H owever, an idea was 
p resented-lack of h uman insulin could 
be compensated by insulin from an i­
m als. As hundreds of scientists and re­
searche rs w ho lab ored so long and so 
unsuccessfully on the problem could 
attest-it's easie r said than done. The 
search for m eans of using animal in­
sulin w as crow ned w ith success manv 
years later in 1922 w hen two young 
Canadia ns, F rederick G ran t Banting 
and h is assistant C harles H. Best were 
able to extract the life-giving hormone. 
For their ep ochal d iscovery, the two 
Canadians and their colleagues shared 
in the award of the l'\obel prize. 

\ !e re words cannot describe the im­
pact of this d iscovery. P ractically over-

n igh t , tens of thousands of d oomed p er­
sons were gran ted a n ew lease on life. 
In the George F . Raker C linic in Bos­
ton, one of many examples tha t migh t 
be c ited , the dea th toll among diabe tic 
ch ildr en was reduced b y more than 500 
p ercen t! During th e period b etween 
1914 and 1922, 386 out of every 1000 
ch ildren admitted to the clinic died . 
For every 1000 young persons aged 20 
almost h alf of them died. Yet, in the 
period be tween 1922 and 1925, when 
insulin was in full use at the clinic, the 
number of dea ths among ch ildren was 
only 61 per thousand . T he number of 
young adul ts w as 89 per thousand. 

T he insulin extracted in 1922 and 
improved crys talline typ es of pure in­
su lin developed thereafte r ac t a lmost 
immediately in the human body and 
are comple tely utilized with in a num­
ber of hours. For the diabe tic to have 
the required full clay's q uota of insulin, 
two or three injections daily w ere re­
q uired. A minor inconvenience, consid­
ering the benefi ts derived-yet , an in­
convenience none theless. E ven th is mi­
nor shortcoming was overcome when in 
1936 Dr. H. C. H agedorn of Copen­
hagen, in collaboration with scientists 
at the U niversity of T oronto, succeeded 
in p rolonging the action of insulin by 
adding zinc and p rotamine to the hor­
m one secre tion. Protamine, a type of 
prote in obtained from the sperm of 
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P acific salmon and from certa in other 
fishes, ac ts to re tard and protrac t the in ­
sulin's effect. T h us, one injection of 
protaminc zinc insulin , taken in the 
morning or a t some other time indica ted 
by th e physician , lasted at least 24 
hours and p rovided a stead y supply 
of needed insulin to the cliabetic's sys­
tem . I n recent years, other insulin typ es 
have been p erfected and techniques for 
administeri1rg combinations have been 
developed. 

Today th ree types of insulin arc in 
common use. Fast act ing in.111lin lowers 
b lood sugar rap idly but only temporar­
ily. I t reaches peak activity in 3 to 4 
hours and disap pears in 6 to 8 hours . 
I t usually is used when infec tions, ac­
idosis, surgery or other emergencies in­
c rease the immediate need for irisulin. 
Tntenned iate activity insulin reaches its 
p eak ac tion in 8 to 12 hours but lasts 
from 24 to .30 hours . I t p revents a rise 
in blood sugar follow ing me~ls during 
the day and tapers off at m gh t when 
less is needed. Slow acting insulin mav 
be used to con trol mild diabe tes j;1 
older people.

diabetics, research ers a t the U niversity 
of Texas in Dallas han: foun d that dia­
be tics produce e xcessiYe amounts of 
glucagon, a h orm one also manufactured 
b y th e pancreas, with hiological ac­
tions diame trically opposed to insulin . 
If an agent can h e found to inhihit ex­
cessh·e glucagon production . it is possi­
ble th a t insulin activ itv can h e normal­
ized and diabe tic co.mplications pre­
vented or postponed. 

Recently, the Salk Institute an ­
nounced that it h ad won federal ap­
proval of a licens ing program to manu­
facture such an agent. 

The new d iscover y, a hrain hormone 
called Somatostatin, was isolated three 
years ago during studies of h ow the 
brain regulates the pituitar~, g land in 
its secretion of several important h or­
mones. The 1·esearche rs discovered that 
Somatostatin inhibits the secretion of 
pituita ry gland growth hormones w hich 
have been imp licated in the d evelop­
ment of Yascular lesions and the blind­
ness of juvenile diabe tes. They also 
found that Som atostatin inhihits the se­
cretion of g lucagon known to h e se­
creted in excess in d iabetics and leading 
to high blood sugar levels. Un iversity of 
California research ers in San Francisco 
already have revealed that Somatostatin 
can lead to cons iderable reductions in 
the amount of insulin needed to main­
ta in normal blood su gar con dit ions. an d 
it is predicted the h ormone w ill eventu­
ally become a regular p art of the treat­
ment of diab etes. 

The clay may he coming w h en dia­
betics w ill no longer h ave to inject 
themselves clailv to maintain a work­
able insulin le~rel. Instead thcv w ill 
have a compact electronic' scn;or at­
tached to a blood vessel in the p ancreas 
to monitor the blood sugar level and 
automaticall y r elease the appropriate 
amount of insulin as the level chan ges. 

The sensor is just on e of m any pro­
jected developments reporte d from the 
scienti fic community in th e continuing 
effort to improve treatment a nd con­
trol of c.liabe tcs. Alon g with the dis­
cussion of such advances as transplants 
and oral insulin, diabe tes research ers arc 
even beginning to talk h opefull y about 
discm·ering a cure for the disease. 
\

1\/elcomc as these advances arc. th eir 
practical application w ill take time, 
and howew•r th ev m av lessen or sim­
plify the necessity of provid in g insulin 
to the dia betic, they will not n ecessarily 
prevent the developm ent of complica­
tions until the cure is found. 

In addition to federal research pro­
grams, private voluntary age ncies such 
as the American Diabetes Association 
and the Juvenile Diabe tes Foundation, 
which was forme d in 1970 to d eal sp e­
cifically w ith the problems of young 
diabetics, arc ini tiating a nd support ing 



research in th ese areas. They are also 
provid ing information and education 
programs for patients and their fami­
lies, for physicians and other health 
professionals, and for the general pub­
lic . 

The inspired work being <lon e now 
on d iabetes as well as the effor ts of 
pioneering scientists mean absolutely 
nothing if persons afflicted with the ail­
ment do not receive prompt and ade­
quate medical attention. The existence 
of 5 ,000,000 untreated cases of dia­
betes is an affront to those men and 
wom en who h ave devoted th eir lives to 
treating the disease. The existence of 
this large group does much to negate 
the progress in conquering diabetes. 

T he sensible, often-rep catccl advice 
th at everyone should have a medical ex­
amination a t least annuallv cannot he 
reiterated too often. If f~r no other 
reason, the visit will positively el im­
in ate the possibility of undetected dia­
betes. If this is clone diabetes will be 
caugh t in its early stages when it can 
he treated most succcssfull v. The sooner 
the disease is discovered ,· the easier is 
its treatment. This is of course true 
for all human ills and it is especially 
true of diabetes. 

Not only can cliahetes he discovered 
and treated successfully, hut to an im­
portant degree, steps can be taken even 
to prevent its occurrence. The cardinal 
rule of prevention is to avoid over­
weight-. This is especially valid advice 
for persons over 40 years of age. 

The second rule of prevention is to 
check the factor of hercclity. The con­
sensus of medical opinion does recog­
nize that there is this factor in diabetes. 
If the disease has alrcadv made its ap­
p earance somewhere in ; person's fam­
ily, they should he cognizant of the 
fact that they too m ight fall victim. 
Recognizing th e clanger, a person 
should take the extra p recaution of 
protecting themselves and mem hers of 
their fam ily. 

The third rule is the fam il iar one­
see your doctor at least once a year for 
a thorough medical examination, and 
especiall y a urine analysis and blood­
sugar test. 

The .5,000,000 cases of untreated 
diabe tes stand as a warning to all. The 
disease is a prevalent one and, if un­
treated, a most dangerous one. Each 
person owes it to himself and to his 
family to make certain that diabe tes 
docs ;10t creep up undetected and take 
its toll of happiness and well-being. 

The battle against diabetes is still 
fa r from won. Though substantial prog­
ress has been made, an enlightened 
puhlic, supporting research and edu­
cation effor ts, is necessary to help as­
sure further advances, thus brigh ten­
ing the prospects of all d iabetics for a 
full life . ■

A MERRY, NON-INFLATIONARY CHRISTMAS 
Christmas, 1977. 
Most people don't want to bel ieve it's 

so close. Businessmen, on the other 
hand, have known for days it's just around 
the corner. They're hopeful they either 
bought enough goods or not enough de­
pending upon what's left on their shelves 
in January. And therein,. incidentally, is 
one of the most monumental problems of 
our economy. 

One New York f inance specialist and 
economics professor, Allyn Earl, believes 
that the coming season had better be a 
good one or Jimmy Carter's second 
Christmas in the Whi te House could be 
gloomy. 

"I think this will be a slightly better 
Christmas season than last year based 
upon what I see," Earl forecasts. "This is 
a cr itical question really because 1978 
in large part is going to depend upon 
what happens to the biggest sell ing 
period of the year. For exc?mple, if this is 
a dud, Christmas retailers are going to 
f ind themselves overstocked insofar as 
inventories are concerned and are going 
to have to work off stock in the first few 
months of next yea r. 

"That means they're going to reduce 
their ordering of new stock which, of 
course, gets down to the factory level and 
employment at this level. So i f the Christ­
mas season is a big one, I can foresee a 
very good first half in 1978-at least not 
recessional cer tainly. If it's a real bum­
mer (an unusual term for an economist 
but to the point) as Christmas seasons 
go, then we can get another small inven­
tory recession," Earl continues . 

Last Christmas was not bad, he says. 
The country was in the middle of an eco­
nomic recovery and the expansion was 
still in full swing. "The point is that the 
coming Christmas season has got to be a 
little better than last year if the recovery 
1s to keep moving. This has been a de­
cent year but i t hasn' t been as strong as 
some economists have been looking for. 
The question is how long can the con­
sumer keep the ball roll ing. Usually by 
fa ll the capi ta l expenditure comes into

Play and we usually find strength in that. 
We haven't found it yet." 

The obstacles to a good Christmas, 
though, are real to those who watch sea­
sonal changes. "If there is a late surge 
in consumer prices that usually means 
that people become more hesitant to buy 
because they begin worrying about job 
security. They know that inflation in the 
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past has led to periods of higher unem­
ployment," he continues. 

Yet, economists are cautiously optimis­
tic generally about what they see. 

In a general preview on the economy in 
a major eastern newspaper earl ier in the 
fall, a variety of business and government 
offic ials pointed to what they thought 
were good indicators. A sen ior economist 
in the Northeast noted that two chronic 
unemployment areas in New York State, 
for example, have been below last year 's 
figures. While the two areas may experi­
ence some increase in unemployment 
between now and Christmas, the econo­
mist fe lt the number of unemployed would 
still be lower than last year. 

But how can the small businessman 
tell what's going on wi thout hiring an 
economist? 

"Here I would pay very careful atten­
tion to what's happening in retail sales 
right through the Christmas buying sea­
son. By the middle of this month or early 
December we shou ld have a fa ir ly decent 
idea of what's happen ing. Another thing 
to watch are some of the leading indica­
tors espec ially in the area of business 
spending for durable goods, plants and 
equipment, new construction and that 
kind of thing. The index of leading eco­
nomic indicators gets popular press cov­
erage in virtually any daily and, of course, 
the business journals." 

The New York analyst p redicts that 
during the next year to year and a half 
the inflation problem will gradually come 
under control. "By coming under control 
I mean probably at an annual rate of be­
low 5 percent and maybe even 4 percent 
by late 1978. The reason for that, in my 
opinion, is our energy situat ion. Some im­
provement is comi ng in the way of the 
Alaskan oil which wi ll reduce our depen­
dence upon fore ign oil. Th is is a short run 
type of thing but i t should provide help. 
Food prices, too, should be down in the 
coming months i f reports are accurate." 

What will 1978 be like for the small 
businessman7 

"A decent year with some qualifica­
tions," he contends. "A good year if: 
there's a better Christmas season, better 
signals in the home construction field 
and if we get more help from capital ex­
penditures."

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Louder and Funnier= 

mor

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D Humor is a familiar fixture of modern-day politics. Prom­
inent politicians, from presidents on down, regard it as 
de rig 11eur to start a speech with a joke or a quip. The only 
trouble is, the humor is ritualistic and the jokes are usually 
supplied by paid gag-writers. "This is the age of tinned 
food; it has also become the age of tinned humor," says 
George ~,likes, Hungarian lawyer turned journalist, in his 
book, Laughing Matter. 

vVhat's almost as rare in high places as candor and 
humility, in other words, is spontaneous humor. , veil, yes, 
there's Morris Udall, but look what happened to him. As 
for those who made it to power, the picture isn't encourag­
ing. Jimmy Car ter · smiles a lot but he isn' t very funny. 
Neither was F ord. And there was little or nothing during the 
N ixon years for Nixon or his constituency to laugh about. 

But it wasn't always thus. The historical record abounds 
with p olitical and governmental leaders whose work was 
grim and earnest enough but who managed to keep a sense 
of humor through it all . 

Consider England's great wartime prime minister, , ,v in­
ston Churchill, for instance. Few men had to assume more 
sobering responsibilities or face greater adversities. Yet th e 
pixie persisted in him. E ven in a personal rebuff he could 
see something funny, as when- despite his brilliant leader­
ship of that heleagured nation through World W ar II-th e 
British voters kicked him out of office as soon as the sh oot­
ing ended. As a kind of consolation prize, the King of 
England offered him a decoration known as the Order of 
the Gar ter. "Why," rumbled Churchill, "should I accept the 
Garter from His Majesty when his people h ave just given 
me the boot?" 

I t has even been suggested that Churchill's humor played 
a not inconspicuous role in Britain's very salvation d uring 
those parlous '40s. Says Rober t Lewis Taylor, in his biog­
raph y of the prime minister : " It was probably Churchill's 
capacity for having fun that won England allies in the war. 
A premier with the stolid phlegm of Baldwin, or the invol­
untary frostiness of Chamberlain, would h ave had difficul ty 
persuading friends to such a forlorn cause. Churchill's 
hearty camaraderie drew influential visitors in to listen, 
par tly because they were curious about the man ... and 
Churchill wooed them with all the force of his roistering 
genius." 

Humor of the Churchillian species-the low-key w itti­
cism- the downbeat repartee-the quiet crusher-seems to 
be firmly a part of the British governing tradition. Long 
before Churchill there was a brilliant prime minister named 
Benjamin Disraeli, who, when taunted by an opponen t for 
his Jewishness, replied quietly, "Yes, I am a Jew, and when 
the ancestors of the right honorable gentleman were bru tal 
savages in an unknown island, mine were priests in the tem­
p le of Solomon." It was in the same tradition that Robert 
Walpole got his comeuppance for saying to W illiam P itt: 
"Sir, you will either die on the gallows or of some unspeak­
able disease." Replied Pitt unhesitatingly: "That, my lord, 
depends upon whether I embrace yom policies or your 
mistress." 

Humor has been an equally importan t and effective part 
of the American political tradition. There was Illinois' 
Adlai Stevenson, who, though h e lost twice to Dwigh t 
Eisenhower and thus never attained the presidency he 
sought so assiduously, will b e remembered as one of the 
w it tiest of politicians. And much of his wit was impromptu, 
as when he commented on the frequent rumors surfacing 
in the wake of his d ivorce that he was about to get married 
again, and always to a different woman. "They must think," 
he murmured, "that the plmal of spouse is spice." 

Stevenson buffs remember, too, the time wh en his h ome 
in Illinois-a beautiful edifice th at he had just built-caugh t 
fi re and burned to the ground. As he stood dolefully watch­
ing the blaze, a piece of flaming debris landed at his feet. H e 
p icked it up and lighted a cigarette with it. "At least ," h e 
remarked, 'Tm still getting some use out of the h ouse." 

Stevenson's humor, said John Bartlow Martin in a con­
temporary biography he wrote of the former Illinois gover­
nor, "is of two kinds, both effective: crowd-warming jokes 
and integral wit related to th e subject at h and. Much of it 
is at his own expense. H e often assumes the role of an in­
effectual h and-wringing lamb lost among wolves. His wit is 
dry. 1t works." 

That dry Stevensonian wit interlardecl his campaign 
speeches. He noted, in the com se of one of them, th at the 
pla tform from wh ich Eisenhower addressed a Richmond, 
VA, audience had collapsed. 'Tm glad the general wasn' t 
hurt," said Stevenson. "Bu t I wasn't sw·prised that it h ap­
pened. I've been telling him for two mon ths that nobody 
could stand on that p latform." 

Eisenhower, resolving to make political capital of Steven­
son's p enchant for wisecracks, attacked the latter as a 
candidate who preferred telling jokes to discussing issues. 
Stevenson responded with what has to be one of the nicer 
puns of 20th centmy politics. 

"I refuse," he said straigh t-faced, "to conform to th e 
Republican law of gravity." 

But Ike himself, though an essen tially serious man, m an­
aged to get off an occasion al bon mot. Once, when he was 
playing golf a t the Cherry H ills Club in D enver, another 
member of his fomsome ·sliced an approach shot. To the 
player's horror, the wild ball hit the Presiden t squarely in 
the rear pocket. "Mr. President," cried the mortified golfer, 
"I hope you aren't hmt." Ike ruefully rubbed the place 
where the ball had hit. "That's where I carry my wallet," 
he said, "and this is the first time I've been touched there 
without being hurt!" 

Some folks are surprised to learn that Calvin Coolidge, 
for all his celebrated domness, was actually a man with a 
highly cultivated sense of humor. It tended to bubble up at 
odd times. Once, caught in the act of catnapping in the 
oval office midway through a business day, h e opened his 
eyes and inquired dryly, " Is the country still here?" And 
when he was asked during his term in the Massachusetts 
legislatme wheth er the peop le where he came from said, "A 
hen lays or a hen lies," he replied puckishly : "The people 
where I come from, sir, lift her up to see." 
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A former am hassador to Italy vis­
ited the \Vhi te House while Coolidge 
was ils occupant. ,vhen dinner ended, 
the P resident said he had something to 
show his guest and took him to another 
room. On the wall hung a p or trait of 
Coolidge. T he former amh assaclor con­
sidered it so ,·crv had that he could 
think of nothing to say. They stood for 
a long and silent momen t at the open 
doorway. Then Coolidge snapped off 
the ligh t and closed the door. "So do I," 
he sajd. ~ 

On another occasion the \ Vhitc H ouse 
was undergoin rr one of its intermittent 
piecemeal ;epah·s. On e da~· the architect 
and the contractor were in the attic ex­
amining the roof rafters and g irders, 
and Coolidge joined them fo r a look. 
The architect called his attention to the 
fact that the timbers "·ere th e same ones 
that had been charred in the fire set h v 
the British in the \\"ar of 18 12. H igh 
time, he said, that they he replaced. T he 
question was, should it be d one "·ith 
wood or the more exp ensive steel? 

T he President p eered ca refully at 
the charred wood. then turned to the 
contractor and said, "All righ t. Put in 
the steel beams and send the hill to the 
King of England." 

Abrah am Lincoln, like Calvin Cool­
idge, was an inherently grave and se­
rious-minded person. But h umor con­
stituted as much a p art of h is makeup 

as the wart near his nose. Ile sooner 
could d isown his son, Tad, than resist 
the temptation to use a jes t or a bit of 
drollery and thus r elieve a momen t of 
crisis, brighten his workaday life or un­
stuff a stuffed shirt. 

H is wasn't the flashing \\'i t of a 
Churchill or a Disraeli. Rather it "'as 
broad humor, punctuated with jokes­
manv of them earthv-that he used to 
illustrate some poin't or other in an 
otherwise sober d iscussion. "I am re­
minded of a story," he would say, and 
then proceed to tell the storv and. in 
the course of it, make his p~int more 
skillfully than it could ha, ·e been made 
anv other wav. In short-as one writer 
h as put it- Li;1coln "used the power of 
laugh ter to strengthen the force of ac­
tion." 

A tvpical instance-one of a thousand 
or more-was when some friends of a 
certain outgoing governor called on Lin­
coln to urge appointment of the gm·cr­
nor to an ambassador's post. Lincoln ex­
pressed a desire to oblige, but he ex­
plained th at all the ambassadorships 
" ·e re presently occupied. "I am in the 
p osition of the young man," he said , 
"when his fa ther told him he must 
cease his rakish life and take a wife. 
T o "·h ich he answered: 'All righ t, 
F ather, hut whose wife shall I take?'" 

Lincoln would have been the las t 
to claim originality for his jokes. "You

I don 't make the stories 
mine by telling them. I am only a re­
tail dealer." 

It remained for h is Secre tary of \I\Tar, 
\ Vill iam I-I. Seward, to explain rather 
more prccisclv just \\'hat function was 
served by Lincoln's jokes. " »Jr. Lin­
coln," he said, "never tells a joke for 
the joke's sake. T hey arc like th e par­
ables of old-lessons of wisdom." 

And so thev were. And yet, along 
with his store of admittedly unoriginal 
jokes, Lincoln had a no less p rodig ious 
store of cntirch- original wit. H e drew 
on it, as he clr~w 01; h is jokes, to illus­
tra te a point, app ease an angry caller 
or disarm an opponent. But it would 
surface a t other t imes as well , and for 
no other reason than th a t something 
struck Lincoln as funny and he just ha d 
to get it out. As when he received a 
dispatch from one of his generals dur­
ing the early da~·s o f the Civil \ l\1ar 
when the North was losing more bat­
tles than it was w inning. O ne of the 
problems, complained the general in his 
telegram, was that his horses were •'fa­
tigued." "\ Viii you pardon m e for ask­
ing," responded Lincoln, "what the 
horses of vour armv have clone since 
the battle· of Anti~tam that fat igues 
anything?"

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YOU AND 
RETIREMENT 

by Grace W. Weinstein 

On the other side of the coin, many 
people claim that mandatory retirement 
puts them "on the shelf" at a time when 
they are healthy and vigorous and eager 
to continue working. Many older people 
need and want both the income from em­
ployment and the sense of usefulness 
that employment provides. 

WHEN TO RETIRE 

Yet, at the same time, many other em­
ployees are only too delighted to retire 
and there is some fear that eliminating 
mandatory retirement might force people 
to stay on the job when they no longer 
wish to work. There are two parallel but 
conflicting t rends : Along with the move­
ment ·toward abolishing mandatory re­
t irement there is another grass-roots 
movement toward earlier and earlier re­
tirement. Where pension benefits are ade­
quate, increasing numbers of workers 
are choosing to retire early. 

When should you retire? 65? 70? 55? 
never? As this is being written Congress 
is grappling with the question of forbid­
ding mandatory retirement before the age 
of 70 in both federa l jobs and private in­
dustry. The political question may be de­
cided by now, but some issues remain: 
0 Who should decide when an individual 
retires? The employer? The government? 
The individual worker? 
0 Should there be uniform criteria for 
establ ishing a retirement age? What 
should those criteria be? 
0 How is the best interest of society 
served? The best interest of the individ­
ual? Can both be met? 
0 What do people, real live individual 
people, want to do? When do you want to 
retire? 

Retirement· at an established time is 
even newer than retirement as a phase of 
life. Sixty-five was picked as a good age 
for benefits to start when Soc ial Security 
was established in 1935, largely because 
Bismarck had decided some years earlier 
that it was a good age for German social 
benefits to begin-and there are those 
who suggest that Bismarck picked 65 for 
his social programs because so few work­
ers then lived to that ripe old age. 

But employer-determined and man­
dated age of retirement, whether 65, 55 or 
70, is increasingly under attack. Represen­
tative Claude Pepper of Florida has been 
campaigning for years against mandatory 
retirement policies as a form of discrim­
ination; this year his bill looks as if it may 
pass. The American Medical Association 
asserts that enforced idleness leads to 
both physical and mental deterioration. 
And, perhaps the most pungent argu­
ment: the Social Security system is run­
ning short of funds. One way to make 
the funds last longer is to start payouts 
later; Commerce Secretary Juanita M. 
Kreps announced in July that the Carter 
Administration is discussing the possibil ­
ity of withholding payment of full benefits 
until recipients reach age 68. Such a 
move would, of cou rse, encourage people 
to work longer. 

Yet the larger question remains: should 
government, or business, establish any 
age at which retirement must take place? 
Business seems to think so; 65 percent of 
the business executives surveyed in June, 
1977, by the consulting firm of William 
M. Mercer, Inc., favor mandatory retire­
ment. Some of the reasons, cited by J. 
Roger O'Meara of the Conference Board: 

In a time of slowed economic growth and 
unemployment, older workers must give 
up their jobs to rriake room for younger 
workers. At all times, furthermore, retire­
ment keeps the channels for promotion 
open, thus motivating you nger employees. 
Calculations of pension benefits are easi­
er when employers can predict reti rement 
dates accurately. And, on humanistic 
grounds, many employers claim that 
mandatory retirement, by treating all em­
ployees alike, avoids the problems which 
can arise if any employer has to tell a 
particular employee that he or she is no 
longer competent. Business is not alone 
in its position; labor unions, by and large, 
agree. The AFL-CIO says -that when man­
datory retirement is part of a union con­
tract it is not forced but voluntary and 
should be left alone.

D Tired of cruising the Caribbean, haggling with the mer­
chants of Hong Kong and promenading through PicadilJy? 
We've a suggestion: How about a slow boat to Natchez? (No 
jet lag, no city pressures, no big crowds. ) In case you hadn't 
heard, nostalgia's being sold down the river-heaps of old­
time Dixieland, ragtime and Southern home cooking, all of 
it accompanied by the lonely whistle of a p addle-wheeler 
and the soft voice of the muddy ol' Miss'. The slow boat 
is the slick new $24 million Mississippi Queen and her route 
of escape is Natchez-to-New Orleans. 

The new Queen is the sister of the old Delta Queen. Only 
there's a huge difference: instead of a Victorian lounge and 
rustic cabins, the Mississippi Queen is as comfortable a~ an 
ocean liner cruising the Caribbean. Capable of carrying up 
to 400 passengers, she's equipped with elevators, a sauna, 
a swimming p ool, a molion picture theater, a beauty salon 
and a gift shop. Seeing her float along the Mississippi, 
Huckleberry Finn would stare in disbelief. Imagine, a steam­
boat with air conditioning, telephones, carpeted staircases 
and three bars. Still the Mississippi Queen generates a cer­
tain nostalgia, a recollection of another time and less-hurried 
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clays. In a lofty bar, passengers sip mint 
juleps and stare down while her huge 
paddle wheel stirs up a muddy wake. 
Eddie Bavard blows the sweetest cor­
net thi, s·ide of Bourbon Street while 
Vic Tooker strums hi~ banjo and shock 
waves from a calliope crash head-on 
against the riverbank. 

As for the ol' i\11i,s', it hasn't really 
ch anged a great dea 1 since \ lark 
Twain's time. The elms, cottonwoods, 
cypress and sycamores still line its 
banks, dark places where a hoy can 
build himself a raft or have the wits 
scared out of him b y strangers. It's as 
muddy as it ever was, with logs, tree 
branches and catfish and a million seeds 
tliat float downriver to grow and he­
come h·ees and eventually to float away 
themselves one day. Overhead a corn­
flower sky is laced with white clouds 
and along the riverbanks youngsters fish 
and play, much as Huck Finn did. 

It's a scene that takes passengers 
aboard the Mississipp i Queen back to 
another century. , v hile the Queen is as 
up to date inside as the QE 2, outside 
she looks for all the world like an old 
19th-century riverboa t. She's the first 
overnight paddle-~vheel steamboat to be 
built in America in 50 years, and her 
captain is as much of the Mississippi as 
the tides themselves. • 

It's the same with Vic Tooker, the 
banjoist who fills in at the steam calli­
ope, pumping out near-forgotten mel­
odies: "Sailing Away on the Henry 
Clay," "Floating Down to Cotton 
Town" and "Missi,sippi Mud." Took_cr 
comes from a family of river folks. His 
great-grandfather piloted the old Lizzie 
Castle and grandpa Victor Tooker 
strummed the banjo on the Goldenrod . 
Tooker sports sleeve garters, a sh·ing tic 
and a straw h at. He's happy where he 
is. H e wants to die on the river-just like 
his daddy did. Daddy Guy. He and 
Daddy Guy and his mother-she's still 
part of the act-performed together 
as a team. 

The Mississippi Queen is a floating 
stage for the reincarnation of other char­
acters who sailed the river during the 
1800s. Step right up and meet Bodine 
Jackson Balasco, billed as " the last of 
the riverboat gamblers." It's a handle he 
gave himself. Actually, he's a 27-year­
old UCLA graduate who decided to be­
come an en tertainer, a riverboat man 
who hypnotizes his audience with such 
old swindles as the shell game and 
three-card .Monte. Bodine Jaokson Ba­
lasco is recognized by his diamond­
studded cuff links, the ruffled shirt, the 
polished manner, the dazzling smile 
and, as lw immodestlv puts it, his way 
with th e ·'hundred-dollar words." Billed 
as the "only h onest cheat you'll ever 
meet," he performs sleigh t-of-hand feats 
and regale, passengers with tales of 
slave dealers, courtesans, murderers, ad-

venturers and speculators during a p e­
riod when .cotton was still king and 
hundreds of riverboats cruised the Mis­
sissippi. 

Balasco signed on af ter the new 
Queen was launched in Cincinnati on 
the Ohio River, which is also part of 
the paddle-wheeler waterway. Dixie­
land bands played for crowds gathered 
at Yeahn an's Cove Park and crew mem­
bers stole down the gangway l~oking 
like. castoffs from some 1800s theatrical 
production. Rep. Lenor K. Sullivan 
called out, "God save the Queen" and 
the new riverboat ncarlv blew her stack. 
It was a rootin', tooti1~ auspicious be­
ginning that soon fizzled as the Queen 
lost her head of steam. Someone h ad 
goofed with the power plant. She was 
so slow on her maiden voyage that it 
took two towboats to assist h er the 
fin al 200 miles. After having her pad­
dle wheel refashioned, she took to the 
river ' again ; now she's proving to pass­
engers how blissful life is on a slow 
boat to Natchez. 

Likely none of this would have oc­
curred had it not been for a slip of a 
woman named Betty Blake. She h elped 
save the queen. Not the Mississipp i 
Queen but the beloved and venerable 
Delta Queen . Remember the uproar? 
Americans everywhere joined the cam­
paign to keep her from the scrap heap 
after she was threatened by the Safctv 
at Sea Law. Built in Scotland in 1926 
of teak and other rare. woods, she was 
considered a fire hazard because of her 
wooden supcrsh·ueturc. Betty Blake had 
two adversaries-Congress and the 
Coast Guard. She countered by mar­
shaling armies of steamboat lovers. She 
lobbied in Washington while they wrote 
letters. Congress was inundated. So 
was the Coast Guard. j\ lean while Blake 
& Co. spent $5 million overhauling the 

Delta Queen to satisfy safety rules. She 
appeared on TV and radio shows and 
ushered in a campaign in H annibal, 
Missouri, to save h er precious queen . 
This was Mark T wain territory and 
the cntfre town turned out. Eve1~ Becky 
T hatcher, or a reasonable facsimile . 

Betty Blake pushed a wheelbarrow 
filled with p ctj tions to the steps of 
Congress. D uring her figh t sh e mus­
tered lm·c and hate alike. l\ Iostlv i t 
was love. Country singer Johnny Cash 
wrote a song about the Queen. O ther 
entertainers joined the act . By now th e 
Delta Queen h as had six reprieves. Her 
last one will keep her cruising until 
November l , 1983. 

Now with .the new l\ lississippi Queen 
in action, crowds arc journeying b e­
t ween cw Orleans and Natchez. 

In Natchez passengers take time ou t 
to tour the city's magnificent old ante­
bellum homes. F or nearh.l h alf a cen­
tury ladies in hoop skirt~ and gentle­
men in, planter suits have guided visi­
tors through nearly three dozen pre­
Civil , var mansions in a month-long 
springtime observance. r atch ez's an­
nual Spring Pilgrimage was ush ered in 
during the D epression years to raise 
money for maintaining the town's his­
toric old homes. This year the pleasant 
Mississippi village presented a curtain 
call , offering the same show for another 
two weeks in Oc tober . 

As the oldest town along the Mis­
sissippi, Natchez was founded in 1716. 
During th e micl-1800s more than half of 
America's millionaires accumulated their 
wealth in the region . In the promising 
years of the 19th century, plantations 
produced fortunes. Cotton was king and 
the wealth was beyond imagination. 
The plantations spanned h undreds of 
acres, but with the end of the Civil War 
the weal th vanished- along with the 

Huck Finn would stare in disbelief ... she's 
as comfortable as an ocean liner 
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demand for cotton. Behind stood dozens 
of magnificent antebellum homes­
homes filled with ghosts and memories. 
Lace curtains rotted at the windows. 
Shutters rattled in the wind. Natchez, 
a one-time center of culture, was dy­
ing, and for the remainder of the cen~ 
tury it ·slumbered. Although Union 
forces occupied Natchez during the 
siege of Vicksburg, General Grant or­
dered hi~ troops to spare its buildings. 
As a result, more than 200 antebellum 
structures stiJI stand while Natchez 
preaches to the nation that "this is 
where the Old South still lives." 

Dividing their forces into two groups, 
the ladies of i atchez formed the 
:\Tatchez Garden Club -and the Pil­
grimage Garden Club. Together they 
share a single purpose: the preserva­
tion of the city's great antebellum 
mansions. Serving as headquarters for 
the Pilgrimage Club is Stanton Hall, a 
princely, 119-year-old residence whose 
grounds occupy an entire city block. · 
Beyond the garden the ladies operate a 
bar and restaurant-siphoning off good­
ly profits for the restoration of other 
great homes in Natchez. 

Meanwhile, the Natchez Garden 
Club does its act in ConnelJy's Tavern, 
a misnomer since it's as dry as a church 
social on the sabbath. The fact is Con­
nelly's T avern is a former hostelry that 
was rescued from collapse and restored 

by the ladies to its former glory. One 
of the architectural gems of Natchez, it 
exemplifies the frontier elegance that 
prevailed during the early years of the 
Ylississippi Territory. It was here also 
that the American Flag was raised in 
1797 by Major Andrew Ellicott, acting 
on orders of President Washington. 

Massive columns support such grand 
old mansions as Rosalie, The Elms, 
The Briars, Cherokee, Elms Court, El­
gin, Fair Oaks, Gloucester, Dunleith, 
D'Evereaux, Auburn and Longwood. 
The latter, the largest octagonal house 
in America, remains unfinished-a star 
attraction in the lineup of antebellum 
homes. Workmen's tools lay scattered 
in rooms upstairs, left as they were 
when Natchez residents fled during the 
Civil War. Scaffolding still stands. 
Wheelbarrows are laced with spider 
webs. Some insi~t the ghosts remain as 
well. A superb example of mid-19th­
century Oriental style, Longwood be­
came the first national historic land­
mark in Natchez. Mo~tly, though, Greek 
revival dominates the architectural style 
among the old mansions, a classic ex­
ample being Dunleith with its great 
colonnaded galleries. 

Like Spanish moss dripping from 
some gnarled old oak, history hangs 
heavy in Natchez. Its homes have shel­
tered such legendary figures as Henry 
Clay, Lafayette, Jenny Lind, Samuel 

Clemens and Stephen Foster. Andrew 
Jackson wed his beloved Rachel at 
Springfield and Jefferson Davis took 
his bride at The Briars. For the visitor 
who misses either the Spring or Fall Pil­
grimage, 13 of Natchez's great homes 
remain open year-round, as does King's 
Tavern-considered to b e the oldest 
house in the Natchez T erritory. Oper­
a ted as a tavern between 1789 and 
1820, it was restored in 1970 by the 
Pilgrimage Garden C lub with a South: 
em-style menu featuring mint juleps, 
warm cider, sausage, red beans, rice, 
gumbo and catfish. 

Other action takes place along Silver 
Street beside the muddy old Mississippi, 
Silver Street being the only remaining 
avenue in that section of the city caUed 
Natchez-under-the-Hill. During cotton 
d ays it was lined with bordellos-as well 
as rough and tumble saloons. Missis­
sippians compared it with San Fran­
cisco's Barbary Coast, claiming it was 
the wickedest piece of real estate in 
the entire n ation. Recently several 
Natchez citizens got their imaginations 
in gear and livened up the once-de­
serted street with a saloon featuring 
mint juleps and a restaurant that served 
hush puppies, mustard greens, com 
bread and catfish . After getting their 
fill, guests re turn to the Mississippi 
Queen to watch the river , just as Huck 
·Finn did in his make-believe world. ■

Five separate starting segments were staged, due to the large number of 
contestants in the 1976 Cincinnati Elks-AAU Thanksgiving Day Marathon. 

Few sports events can claim as ancient and distinguished a 
lineage as the one Cincinnati Lodge No. 5 has engrossed itself 
in every Thanksgiving morning for the past 68 consecutive 
vears. 

The Cincinnati Elks start their AAU-sanctioned marathon­
the second-oldest in the nation-5.5 miles away in Fort 
Thomas, Kentucky. Over the years the starting site has 
changed, but now it remains at Fort Thomas. 

From there nearly 500 men, women, gir l and boy walkers 
and runners pursue a course through Southgate and Newport 
before bridging the Ohio River and crossing the finish line at 
the Cincinnati Lodge, 1900 Central Parkway. 

Cincinnati 's marathon course has its parallels in the Greek 
o'ain, Marathon, which gave its name to the ancient sport in 
490 B.C. The Marathon plain is f ive miles long-almost the 
exact distance of the Elks race-and two miles wide. Through 
the plain courses a minuscule copy of the Ohio River, the 
Charadra Brook. 

Marathon is 24 miles from Athens, the distance giving its 
statistic to the current standard of 26 miles, 385 yards. Hows 
ever, today any long-distance race is referred to as a marathon. 
The purist Olympic Games and Boston's venerable event hold 
strictly to the distance and the name as "by the book" mara­
thons. Even Olympic champion Paavo Nurmi's victories in the 
5- and 10-mile runs were not classified as marathons. • 

This doesn't daunt the Cincinnati Lodge in either enthusiasm 
or involvement. Not only does their activity perpetuate the 
history of the first recorded Olympic race in 776 B.C., but it 
also is, by its actual staging, an unheralded salute to the re­
markable feats of Olympic champion runner, the Athenian, 
Pheidippides. 

Greek General Miltiades knew that Eretia had fallen and 
that war with King Darius' Persian warriors was imminent, so 
he sent Pheidippides to seek aid from the Spartans. For two 
days and two nights the Greek courier ran, swam rivers and 
cl imbed mountains to reach the Spartans on the Isthmus of 
Corinth. He retraced his course and brought back word that 
the Spartans would leave at the next moon. Religious observ­
ances delayed their departure and they did not arrive to bolster 
the Greeks and Plataeans until the Battle of Marathon was over. 

Miltiades feared that Athens would be attacked by a fleet 
dispatched by the Persians off the beachhead near Soros. He 
called upon Pheidippides to run from Marathon's battlefield to 
Athens and tell the city that the Persians had been defeated. 
This would give Athens a big morale boost and time to cinch 
their belts to battle the enemy with new vigor. 

Although he had taxed himself on the long trip to the Spar­
tans and back, and had fought in the Marathon battle, Pheidip­
pides threw down his long speor and heavy shie'd and took off 
for Athens. At the outskirts of the c ity he dropped dead, but not

before he had gasped, "Rejoice ... we conquer." This deed 
gave birth to the marathon. 

Exceeded in age and length only by the annual Boston 
Marathon-the Cincinnati run is only seven years younger-the 
Elks-AAU blister m2ker has its own unashamed distinctions. 
Like its Bean-town peer, the Cincinnati event started with walk­
ers only. Tradition still holds to this original concept and the 
1976 Turkey Day special had a f ield of nine walkers. 

. Sponsors proudly point out that last year's overall winner, 
Richard Green of Essex, England, came 200 miles from Eastern 
West Virginia University to run in their marathon. He is in th is 
co~ntry on a two-year student visa, had not competed in the 
United States prior to the 1976 Elks run, and expects to be at 
the starting line for the 1977 challenge. 

Two-time winner Samuel Schermdeck of Newport, Kentucky, 
won his laurels in 1913 and 1914. Although now 86, champion 
Schermdeck is on hand to watch and cheer each year. 

Cincinnati divides its field of nearly 400 into 10 age groups. 
Girls can run in the 10 o'clock opener if they are 13 or young­
er, or in the one for 13-yeai--olds and older . Male contestants 
have a choice of eight age groups : 13 and younger, 14 to 16, 
17 to 19, 20 to 24, 25 to 27 , 27 to 30, 31 to 39, 50 and older. 
Walker contestants are not restricted by age. 

Yout~ i~ well-served by the Cincinnatians, but age has its day, 
too. Winning senior runners in 1976 were Roland Anspauch , 
56, first place; Elmer Gaston, 55, second; Bob Thompson, 56, 
third, and Hank Braddock, 57, fourth. 

Running is probably the oldest form of athlet ic competi tion. 
The ancients had to run, and run fast, to escape wild and hun­
gry beasts. Marathon racing today is called the most strenuous 
of any track or cross-country running, because it is all road 
work. 

Despite the tough physical pounding taken by the runners, 
the Elks had 441 finish the course in 1976, or 97.7 percent of 
the field. Elks do assuage the exhausted contestants, members 
of their famil ies and fr iends by helping to revive them at the 
Lodge home with refreshments, along with dispensing gallons 
of coffee and hot soup. 

AAU sanc tions and supervises the race and furn ishes five 
judges. City police of Fort Thomas, Southgate, Newport and 
Cincinnati cooperate in traffic control a'ong the route. Cincin­
nati Elks take over many of the chores at the Ohio River bridge 
and most of the street crossings in Cincinnati . 

Lodge No. 5 awards 40 trophies and 68 medals to the mara­
thoners. Their field of competitors is drawn from high schools, 
grade schools, colleges and track clubs in Kentucky, West 
Virginia and Ohio. 

Whatever is assembled for the 10 a.m. start of the 68th 
marathon on November 30, Elkdom can be assured that the 
race won' t be a turkey. ■

Like Lincoln, Franklin D. Roosevelt 
laid his humor on heavily and with a 
broad brush. He loved puns, and most 
of them were horrendous. To a staffer 
inundated with dimes during a White 
House-sponsored March of Dimes cam­
paign against polio, FDR wrote: "I 
hope you are having a good clime." 
Practical jokes-albeit of the harmless 
variety-tickled his funny bone. He "re­
jected" an invitation to one of his own 
inaugurals and gave his peripatetic wife 
the wartime code name of "Rover." 
Once YI.rs. Roosevelt left the White 
House early, before the President arose, 
to visit a nearby penitentiary. FDR got 
up a short time later and called Elea­
nor's secretary, Malvina Thompson, to 
ask where his wife was. 

"She's in prison, Mr. President," came 
the reply. 

'Tm not surprised," said FDR. "But 
what for?" 

Indeed, Roosevelt's sense of humor 
was a blessing both to himself and to 
the nation he led through a depression 
and a global war. No other period of 
our history has been more violent and 
ridden with crisis. The American people 
desperately needed a little comic relief. 
Thanks both to the jokes that FDR told 
and the jokes told about him, they 
could l_augh either with him or at him, 
accordmg to which side of the Roose­
velt fence they were on. 

From the end of the Era of Roose­
velt through the rest of the 1940s and 
all of the 1950s, not much humor 
could be heard coming from the \i\lhite 
House_. ~h, there was Truman gleefully 
branchshmg the famous 1948 edition of 
the Chicago Tribune ("DEvVEY DE­
FEATS TRUMA T" ) , calling the White 
House "the finest p rison in the world" 
and explaining his "give 'em hell" 
speeches : "I never gi,;e them hell. I 
just tell the truth and they think it's 
hell." But it was, overall , a prettv so­
bersided period in American politi~s. 

Then came the Era of Kennedy, and 
laugh ter returned to Washington_- JFK's 
brand of humor wasn' t broad and ro­
bust like Roosevelt's, nor did it have 
the rapier-l ike quality of the Churchillian 
w_it. Rather it was a sly, roguish sort 
of humor, thoroughly spon taneous and 
as much a part of his heing as his elec­
tric energy. "Kennedy likes to laugh 
and likes to make people laugh," said 
his journa listic friend, Ben Bradlce of 
the Washington Post. Arthur .M. Schles­
inger, Jr. , the Harvard historian who 
became his special assistant, called Ken­
nedy "playful." 

There was the time when Kennedy 
spoke at a $100-a-p late affair given in 
his honor and confessed, "I could say

t ree and asks its members to trim it 
w ith ornaments purchased from the 
lodge. The tree-trimming profits, along 
with funds from other events and a vol­
untary one dollar donation per member, 
finance treatment for any handicapped 
Michigan resident who is from one month 
to 18 years of age and cannot obtain as­
sistance from other agencies. Aid for 
handicapped children is the Michigan 
Elks major project. 

This is the first in a series on the state 
major projects. Featured here are the 
major projects of Florida, Michigan, and 
Illinois, whose booths were prizewinners 
at the recent Grand Lodge Convention.

A car accident left little Mamie Ruth 
with severe brain damage-unable to 
feed herself, si t alone, walk, or speak, 
and partially paralyzed. After mont_hs of 
physical and speech therapy and inten­
sive nursing care, she ha~ _b_egun to r~­
gain her physical capabIl ItIes. Mamie 
Rulh is jusl one of lhe youngsters helped 
at the Harry-Anna Crippled Children's 
Hospital, the major project or the F lorido

For 44 years the Elks of lori a ave 

owned, financed, and op~rated the Harrx­
Anna Hospital as a charitable,. non-prof it 
institution . The original hospi tal was a 
former hotel in Umatilla, F~, dqnated by 
Brother Harry Miller and his wife Anna. 
It eventually moved to temporary quarters 
in Eustis and is now centered in _a new, 
2¼ m il lion dollar facility in Umatill_a. _To 
finance the construc tion , . the . Bu1l_d!ng 
Fund Committee issued a d1recl1ve g1v1ng 
each lodge an objective of $40 pe~ mem­
ber Humanitarian foundations in the 
stale also contributed. 

The new hospital , dedicated on ~arch 
26 1977 is equipped to treat chi ldren 
from infa

0

ncy to 15_ years of ag~. The 
certi fied active medical staff ~on_s1_sts of 
a general practitioner, a pe~1atric1an, a 
neurologist, and 9 orthoped1~ s,urgeoi:is. 
Physical therap¥ is the hospital s maJor 
supporti ve serv!ce. Other types of ser­
vices available include X-ray, laboratory, 
eye care, recreational therapy, an~ dental 
care. A "home away from home atm?­
sphere is the aim of the 100-bed facil-
ity's cheerful decor. . 

Before a patient is admi t ted to the 
hospital, in terviews are cond~cted to de­
termine eligibility for admittance. No 
charges are made to the patient, and cost 
factors are 58 percent lower than other 
hospitals in the area. After discharge 
from the hospital, the patie~t•s prowess 
·s followed up on an outpatient basis. 1 The Florida Elks have not only shoul­
dered the cost of building the new Harry­
Anna Crippled Children's. Hospital, but 

1 
have taken on the obl1gatIon of maIn-

faTiing it. Their aim is to make a nearly

normal life possible for the li ttle people 
who come to them for help. 

Physically handicapped children rang­
ing in age from infancy to 21 years, as 
wel l as some adults, with orthopedic, 
orthodontic, sight, and hearing problems 
have found a helpful , empathetic advo­
cate in the Illinois Elks Association's 
Crippled Children's Commission. Com­
posed of 13 members and headed by a 
full -time director, the Commission acts 
as a liaison between the handicapped and 
the hospitals. Clinics are sponsored in 
various lodge areas, with 101 c linics • 
scheduled for this year. Wheelchairs, 
wall<ers, braces, c rutches, and the like 
are also made available by the Elks. 

The work of the Commission is sup­
ported by Elks t11roughoul the state. Each 
lodge has a crippled children's chairman, 
and there are also distr ict chairmen. In 
addit ion, many volunteers assist at the 
clinics. All lodges participate in raising 
funds for the operation of the Commis­
sion. Per capita donations of $2.00 per 
member are hoped for, There is also a 
10¢ per member assessment for 1977-
1978. Besides the annual statewide mail 
fund-raising appeal, seven d istric ts col­
laborate on a yearly raffl e. Events such 
as dinners, chari ty balls, and slags are 
held by the individual lodges to benefit 
the project. 

In 1976-1977, some $80,000 was ex­
pended di rectly on Illinois youngsters 
unable to obtain aid from any state-sup­
ported agency, and $21,000 went into 
scholarships for physical therapy stu­
dents. This year's $165,000 budget will 
assure that the Illinois Elks Crippled Chil­
dren's Commission will continue to be a 
" friend in need" to the physically handi­
capped children of the state. 

On December 1st in Michigan, each of 
the 74 Elks lodges puts up a Christmas 

The project is controlled by a Board 
of Commissioners elected from the eight 
d istricts to serve five-year terms without 
monetary compensation. They hire a pro­
fessional, the executive director, who is 
at the center of the 20-year-old program. 
He processes applications, issues author­
ization on accepted cases, pays the bills, 
and reports to the Board. 

Where does the director find the ap­
plicants? Each lodge has a major project 
chairman who contacts local families 
with handicapped children. He visits a 
family in need of aid and has thgm fi ll 
out an appl ication. He also observes the 
family's problems and determines if they 
can contribute lo treatment costs. His re­
port and the application go to the d irector . 

The application is considered by the 
major project commission in terms of the 
cost of care and treatment, the likeli­
hood that assis tance will result in cor­
rection of the handicapping condition, 
and the evidence that no other help is 
availabl e to the child. A "handicap" is de­
fined by the Elks project as "any defect 
or deformi ty in a child that restricts his 
abi lity to function in a normal manner." 
The need for wheelchairs, hearing aids, 
and other such devices, as well as ser­
vices which are essential to treatment, 
such as therapy and boarding care, are 
all in the realm of avai lable aid. 

The purpose of the major project "is 
to help the child to become a self-suffi­
cient, healthy, contributing citizen." In 
the past year, 502 children received treat­
ment paid for by the Elks; $193,796 of 
$234,353 raised was spent directly on 
medical assistance. As an organization 
which likes to be known as the last resort, 
the people to go to "when no one else will 
help," the Michigan Elks major project cer­
tainly accomplishes an important goal. ■

A new adapter called Killer Watt 
converts energy-guzzling incandescent 
lamps to moneysaving fluorescent 
bulbs. Some new table lamps are 
equipped with the adapter, and cata­
log houses like J. C. Penney and Mont­
gomery Ward feature Killer Watt in 
their catalogs. The adapters sell for 
$12 to $25, depending on whether you 
get a single or double bulb model. 
Killer Watt screws into any regular 
lamp socket or fixture and uses stan­
dard c ircular fluorescent bulbs. 

A single 19-watt unit gives the light 
of a 60-watt incandescent bulb-a two­
thirds savings of electricity. While the 
average incandescent bulb burns about 
750 hours, a fluorescent lasts about 
12,000 hours.

I am deeply touch ed, but not as deeply 
touched as you h ave been in coming 
to this luncheon." And wh en h e ad­
dressed a gathering of the National 
Association of Manufacturers-not the 
most friendly of audiences for a liberal 
President-he remarked on the fact that 
he and William McKinley were the only 
hvo Presidents ever to speak before the 
NAM. "I suppose," he quipped, "that 
President McKinley and I are the only 
two that are regarded as fiscally sound 
enough to be qualified." 

Kennedy's "amiable irreverence," as 
one observer of the p eriod termed it, 
was aimed at anybody and everybody, 
not excluding his own family. At a 
dinner of the Alfred E. Smith F ounda­
tion during the 1960 campaign, he said 
with a characteris tic twinkle: "I h ad 
announced earlier this year that if suc­
cessful I would not· consider campaign 
contributions as a substitute for e>..1Jeri­
ence in appointing ambassadors. Ever 
since I made that statement I h ave not 
received one single cent from my fa­
ther." 

I must confess I miss that kind of 
humor among today's political high er­
ups. Laugh ter, it has been said, "is more 
than a defense mechanism, a means of 
adjusting to circumstances, a safety­
valve against tyranny-it is an agency 
in creative enterprise." And so I say 
to those in high places: Louder and 
funnier. For I stand squarely with the 
Kennedys, the Coolidges and the rest 
of their whimsical company. And also 
with the English writer and satirist, Max 
Beerbohm, who said, "Strange, w hen 
you come to tliink of it, that of all the 
countless folk who have lived before 
our time on this vlanet, not one is 
known in history or in legend as having 
died of laughter." ■
